Norman went on to offer four strategic bushfire-combating strategies he 

hopes Australia’s political leaders will head. 

His range of strategies includes consultation with indigenous leaders. 

“1) Procedures, protocols and preparations,” he wrote in the 300-word 

post. 

“What lessons have been learnt? What must be adjusted or what new 

should be implemented? This will happen again. Let’s not kick the can 

down the road. 

“2) Should there be a National Fire Service? Not each State being re-

sponsible for their own. Australia is on fire! 

“3) Burn back. With the animal death toll approaching 1 BILLION would 

control burn backs in winter months help reduce this carnage? Seek the 

advice of Australian Aboriginals. They have been the custodians and car-

ers of our land for over 50,000 years. 

“4) maybe a refresh to the 2006 agreement between America and Aus-

tralia on bushfire/wildlife cooperation. 

“Fires happen in America as well and there are approx 25 firebombers in 

the USA. Learn and support. We must ALL help prevent this magnitude of 

ugliness from returning and NOT continue to operate with the mentality 

of suppression vs prevention!” 
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
